If you have never attended the Pageant
of Pigeons at Pomona, California you have
really missed something! It was my pleasure
to be a guest there this year, and had | been
aKing | could not have been treated more
royally. But one does not go to an event
of this nature to be a guest, but to be an
observer and a participant.

Certainly there was much to see - so much
to see that to do a thorough job one must
spend all of his time looking. And looking
| did! But | am sure others will write of the
many things to see, so | will devote this short
essay to what | saw in the way of Saxon
Swallows.

It is my custom each year to spend several
weeks visiting Swallow breeders in East
Germany, West Germany, Austria and the
Netherlands. This | have done for fifteen
years, and | mention this only to give weight
to a statement | am about to make. There
is a "rule of thumb" | have made that gives
weight to, and has bearing on what | an
going to say. This “rule of thumb” is: “the
further on goes from the state of Saxony
in East Germany (German Democratic
Republic) the poorer the quality of swallows
becomes". To follow this thinking then,
the best quality is in East Germany, next
best comes West Germany, then in a third
place would come Austria, Switzerland and
Holland, and later would come the United
States. This as | have said is my personal
thinking on the matter, but remember that
there are exceptions to this rule, and the
U.S. is one exception. | am not saying that

all Swallows in the U.S. come under this
exception for this is certainly not the case,
butthere is at least one loft of Swallows in
most colors and markings that has been
founded (with exceptions) on rather large
numbers of birds imported direct from the
best lofts in E. Germany. These birds have
been selected by the purchaser himself
when he has been a guest of the breeders,
and these were top birds.

| am saving the best for the last and itis
this: What | saw in the way of Swallows at
the Pageant of Pigeons, were as good (or at
least compared very favorably) with the best
Swallows | have seen bred and exhibited
in the shows in East Germany. This is the
highest complement | can pay to the birds
exhibited and to the breeders of these birds.
If you wish to know who were the breeders
get a copy of the show report - do not write
or call me to find out as | have no record of
the ratings

The Fullhead swallows in the colors of
black, red, and possibly yellow are not
bred in East or West German and those
bred in America are a purely American
development (as a result of over some one
hundred years of work by our breeders (to
the best of my knowledge). The Fullhead
Swallows in the Pageant were better than
any Fullhead Swallows | have seen in Saxony,
or any other part of the world. Remember
that these birds are a result of the work that
breeders in America have done and not
as a result of imported blood! Pictures of
the winning Swallows arrived too late for
this issue of the journal, but will be shown

possibly in the nextissue, and | call your
attention to the gorgeous black barless
Fullhead in one of the pictures. Compare
this bird to others shown in the pictures for
verification of what | have said.

Incidentally, the first prize for best
decorated and arranged cages and judging
booth was awarded to the Saxon and Toy
Pigeon group (which includes Swallows).
